Electronic Filing

Afraid of disclosing your banking information?  No problem.  You can still e-file and send in a paper check or receive a paper refund check if that's your preference.  There's really nothing to be afraid of.  Think that you need a computer?  You don't, but we do, and we have plenty of them.  Think we'll file your return without your knowledge?  No way.
